My responsibilities are changing soon. When we 
return to Mexico I will continue teaching at the 
seminary but will be scaling back my work with 
the two local churches here in order to work 
with the Mexican church at a denominational 
level. I will be developing its website, 
developing educational materials to provide 
online, serving as a link between pastors and 
between presbyteries, collecting statistics on 
churches and presbyteries, and most of all 
preparing conferences and traveling to various 
locations in Mexico to give them.  
 
I had a taste of what the conferences will be like 
in October, when I headed to the state of 
Chiapas and gave a two day conference on “Life 
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after death”. The 18 people who attended were asking 
many questions and taking copious notes. My visit was 
well-received by the pastors there, and was a big 
encouragement to me as well. I can’t wait to get started 
when we return!
